Concert Philosophy & Expectations
Concerts and performances are a critical part of the learning experience in a performance based class. I encourage all
parents and students to view concerts as a required part of the choral experience at Lineville. Concerts are an
opportunity for your student to ‘show off’ and celebrate everything they have learned. Concerts also give parents, family,
and the community a chance to see what amazing things today’s youth are capable of.

From an educational perspective concerts also serve as a learning opportunity for students. It is their chance to apply
everything that they have learned over the course of the quarter or semester. It is also the only opportunity they have to
practice their performance skills. Concerts will serve as a formal assessment of performance skills. This experience is
very difficult to replicate outside of a concert experience. Students who miss a concert, regardless of the reason for the
absence, will be expected to complete a make-up activity. Students will be given all the time they need during class to
complete the activity.

Expectations
● Students are encouraged to attend concerts
● If a child is unable to attend a concert it is the parents responsibility to contact me via email, phone, or

note.
● Students will wear their Lineville Choir T-shirts to concerts. Students may wear what they want with the

choir shirts. I ask that you please avoid athletic pants, athletic shorts, joggers, athletic leggings,
sweatpants, etc. Jeans, tennies, khaki shorts, cargo shorts, jean shorts, dress shorts, nice leggings,
skirts, and dress pants are all great choices to wear to concerts.

All orders must be placed by September 22. Shirts cost $10.00 ($12.00 for adult XXL).

IMPORTANT REMINDER - these shirts are custom made. I will not place an order for the shirts until each family has
placed their order. Most likely the shirts will be arriving in November. Once the shirts are in I will hand them out to the
students during class. I will also send an email home letting you know to watch for the shirts.
